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Emergency illness or fatality procedure
To be followed in conjunction with our standard Emergency Evacuation Procedure.

Death at any time is extremely traumatic for anyone involved`.
At Stepping Stones we take the health and safety of the children and staff very seriously, health and safety risk assessments are carried out regularly but other factors may contribute to a sudden death.

If the unfortunate incident of a sudden death of a child or adult occurs, the following steps would be taken:-

· Every effort would be made to revive the casualty by a trained First Aider (all staff are trained First Aiders)
· Contact emergency services immediately asking for an ambulance and the Police
· Member of staff to remain with the casualty.  Any children in the area would be moved immediately to minimise any trauma away from the casualty
· The supervisor or police would notify the parents/carers of all children in the setting at that time, informing them of the situation as circumstances dictate and emergency contingency plan would be followed
· Notify OFSTED 0870 218 3800 and Somerset Safeguarding Children’s Partnership 0300 123 2224 and follow any advice given 

· All relevant documentation would be completed in line with the statutory welfare requirements
· Supervisor would inform other parents/carers and staff not on duty or not present
· Review the circumstances of the incident and implement any necessary changes as advised
· Counselling would be arranged for staff/parents/carers/children as required.
